This residence underwent a comprehensive renovation and architectural reconfiguration
in 2020 designed to elevate ceiling height, improve flow, enhance energy efficiency, and
deliver modern, high-quality finishes throughout. The scope extended well beyond
cosmetic updates — systems were modernized, layout improved, and custom storage
intentionally integrated.

Architectural Enhancements:

* Hallway ceiling raised approx. 6 inches after duct removal

» Secondary bedroom converted to private en-suite (door relocated past bath)
» Secondary closet expanded approx. 3 feet

* Original HVAC closet eliminated

* All popcorn ceilings removed

Systems Upgrades:

* Energy-efficient mini-splits (each bedroom + two in great room)
* Electrical panel upgraded

» Gas water heater replaced (2020)

* All windows, sliders, interior & exterior doors replaced

Kitchen Redesign:

» Custom two-tone cabinetry

* Soft-close drawers & doors throughout home
* Deep drawer lower cabinetry

* Built-in spice drawer

* Integrated garbage & recycling cabinet

* New KitchenAid dishwasher (Jan 2026)
