HOUSE  RULES



1. Home information:
This is a 3-level home with a 4th level rooftop.  The first level is a large office space, and a half bathroom.  There is an air conditioner / heater unit for just the first floor with a remote on the wall.  The second level has a large family room with a sofa, a balcony with chairs & table, kitchen, large center island with 4 bar stools, 6 chair dining room set, a separate laundry room with a washer and dryer, a bedroom with queen size furniture and a full bathroom.    The third level offers the balcony with a sauna and two more bedrooms with a beautiful view of the ocean and an en-suite primary bathroom with a walk-in shower and walk in closet. The rooftop is a large area on the 4th floor to enjoy the beautiful sunsets and ocean views.

2. Appliances:

3. Parking:
There are 2 parking spaces inside the attached garage. The community offers 45 parking spaces on a first serve basis.  There is NO overnight parking in the community without using a parking placard. 6. Garbage:

Please take the trash bags out to the large trash bins which are located in the enclosed gated area next to the garage. Municipal trash trucks appear every Tuesday morning.  Please roll the large bins to the street before 7am Tuesday mornings.  Please roll the large trash bins back to the side yard by the end of the day on Tuesday.  Thank you!

7. Mail Box
There is one mailbox key with the front door house near the entrance to the community. The key is for the # 8 mailbox in the center group of mailboxes.
