

San Dimas Equestrian Estates
Rules & Regulations

Residential Use/Lot Maintenance

1. Lots shall be used for residential purposes only. Homeowners may lease or rent their units provided the Renter abides by all the Rules and Regulations of this HOA. Homeowners are legally responsible for any damages caused by their tenants and/or guests. Homeowners/Residents are not allowed to use for business, commercial, manufacturing, mercantile, storing, vending or other such non-residential business.
2. Each Owner of a lot shall be responsible for maintaining their lot and improvements thereto, including the equipment and fixtures therein and the interior and exterior walls, ceiling and roof, windows and doors. 
3. Windows must be covered with drapes, shades or shutters only and may not be painted or covered with foil, cardboard or other similar materials. 
4. Owners shall also be responsible for repair, replacement and cleaning of the windows, glass and screens on their lot, both interior and exterior, air conditioners and heaters for the use of individual lots which lie partly or wholly within the common area.

Offensive Conduct/Noise

5. No noxious or offensive activities, including but not limited to, the repair of automobiles or other motorized vehicles, shall be carried on, upon or withing the development, nor shall anything be done thereon which may be or become an annoyance or nuisance to the residents of the HOA, or which shall in any way interfere with the quiet enjoyment of occupants of the units. 

Parking Restrictions/Use of Garage

6. Unless otherwise permitted by the HOA, no vehicle shall be parked or left on any property subject to this Declaration other than on or within a garage or assigned parking stall/space. No boat, trailer, recreational vehicle, camper, truck or commercial vehicle shall be parked or left on any part of the development other than in the parking area, if any, designated by the HOA for the parking & storage of all or any of such vehicles by the Owners of the lots adjacent to such designated parking areas , provided, however, parking by commercial vehicles for the purpose of making deliveries shall be permitted in accordance with the HOA rules. Garages shall be used for the parking of automobiles only and shall not be converted for living or recreational activities. Garage doors shall remain closed at all times except when entering or exiting.

Signs

7. No sign of any kind shall be displayed to the public view on or from any lot or on or from the common area without the approval of the Association, excepting such signs as may be used by the Declarant or its designees for the purpose of selling or renting of the unit. One sign of customary and reasonable dimensions advertising a lot for sale or for rent may be placed within such lot or within the common area immediately adjacent thereto by the Owner thereof, the location and design thereof to be subject to approval by the Association. 

Antennae, External Fixtures, Etc.

8. No television or radio poles, antennae, flag poles, clothesline or other external fixtures other than central antennae originally installed by Declarant, and any replacements thereof, shall be constructed, erected or maintained on or within the common area, including any structures thereof. No wiring, insulation, air-conditioning, including, without limitation, roof mounted air conditioners, or other machinery or equipment other than that originally installed by Declarant, and any replacements thereof, shall be constructed, erected or maintained on or within the common area, including any structures thereof. Each Owner shall have the right to maintain television or radio antennae within completely enclosed portions of their building. 

Fences

9. Any fencing installed on or between individual Lots in the development shall be to the HOA’s Fencing Plan approved by San Dimas Development Plan Review Board and approved PRIOR to construction by the Board of Directors and by the San Dimas Planning Department.

Animals

10. No animals, reptiles, rodents, livestock or poultry shall be kept in any Lot or elsewhere within the project, except horses and/or fowls, as described in Article XV, Section 7, and each Lot may maintain two domestic dogs not to exceed 60 lbs. in weight and/or two domestic cats. In any event, the HOA shall have the absolute right to prohibit the maintenance of any animals or pets which constitute in the sole and exclusive opinion of the Board, a nuisance to any Owner or Occupant of the HOA. Each person bringing or keeping a pet upon the development shall be liable to each and all other Owners, their family members, guests, invitees, lessees, renters and contract purchasers, and their respective family members, guests and invitees for any damage brought upon or kept upon the development by such person or by members of their family, guests or invitees.
Restrictive Use of Recreational Vehicles, Etc.

11. No boat, truck, trailer, camper, recreational vehicles or tent shall be used as a living area while located on the development but shall be promptly removed upon completion of all such initial construction and all such initial sales.

Trash Disposal

12. Trash, garbage or other waste shall be kept only in sanitary containers. No Owner of a Lot shall permit or cause any trash or refuse to be kept on any portion of the development subject to this Declaration other than in the receptacles customarily used therefor and placed or maintained as required by the codes and/or ordinances of the jurisdiction specified in Article XV. 

Exterior Alterations

13. No Owner shall, at their expense or otherwise, make any alterations or modifications to the exterior of the buildings, fences, railings or walls situated within the development without the prior written consent of the Association, and the holder of any mortgage or deed of trust than of record whose interest may thereby be affected. Notwithstanding the above, no Owner shall construct any building or structure, relocate, rebuild, alter or modify any existing building or structure until a development plan has been reviewed and approved in accordance with the San Dimas Municipal Code.
